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Heathfield International School Scholarship Policy

1. Purpose of the Scholarship Programme

Heathfield International School (HIS) is committed to recognising and nurturing excellence,
talent, leadership, and exemplary character within its student community. The Scholarship
Programme is designed to reward students who demonstrate outstanding achievement or
potential and who actively contribute to the life, values, and reputation of the School.

All scholarships are awarded in line with the School’s guiding principles and are subject to
ongoing review.

2. General Principles

2.1 Scholarships are discretionary awards and are not an entitlement.

2.2 Scholarships are awarded for a specified period, subject to review and continued
eligibility.

2.3 All scholarship holders are expected to:

e Uphold the highest standards of behaviour
e Model the School’s values of kindness, respect, integrity, and resilience
e Act as positive ambassadors for Heathfield International School

2.4 Scholarships apply to tuition fees only and do not cover registration, enrolment, uniforms,
meals, trips, examinations, or other costs.

3. Types of Scholarships

3.1 Academic Excellence Scholarships (entry into Year 7-12 - awarded for up to 3 years)

Academic Excellence Scholarships are awarded to students who demonstrate exceptional
academic ability, sustained high performance, and strong learning attitudes.
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e Value: Up to 50% reduction in tuition fees
e Criteria may include:
o Outstanding academic results
o Strong evidence of intellectual curiosity and independent learning
o Consistent commitment to academic excellence
o Positive learning behaviours and engagement in lessons

Recipients are expected to maintain high academic standards and to contribute positively to
the academic culture of the School.

3.2 Sports Scholarships (Year 5 upwards - awarded for up to 2 years)

Sports Scholarships recognise students who demonstrate elite sporting ability,
commitment, and achievement, and who contribute meaningfully to Heathfield International
School’s sports programme, including representation of the HISB Wolves.

3.2.1 Elite Sports Scholarships

Elite Sports Scholarships may be awarded to students who have competed at a high national
or international level, with priority given to medal winners.

Value: A fixed award of 50,000 Thai Baht per academic year.
International Representation may include:

e Medal awards or participation at the Olympic Games, Asian Games, or SEA Games
e Medal awards or representation at competitions registered with the Sports Authority of
Thailand

National Representation may include:

e Medal awards or participation at National Games, Thailand Youth National Games, or
other events organised by the Sports Authority of Thailand

3.2.2 HISB Wolves Sports Scholarships
Students eligible for a HISB Wolves Sports Scholarship must:

Be a member of an official HISB Wolves school team

Attend and participate in at least 90% of scheduled training sessions
Participate in at least 90% of external fixtures, unless prevented by injury or
exceptional circumstances

Demonstrate excellent sportsmanship, teamwork, and behaviour

Act as ambassadors for Heathfield International School

Additional recognition may be given to students who win medals, receive individual awards, or
compete nationally or internationally in the same sport they represent for the School.

Value: Up to 30% reduction in tuition fees
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3.3 Music Scholarships (Year 5 upwards - awarded for up to 2 years)

Music Scholarships are awarded to students who demonstrate exceptional musical ability,
commitment, and passion, and who contribute actively to the musical life of the School.

e Value: Up to 30% reduction in tuition fees

Music Scholars are expected to represent the highest standards of musical ability and
commitment, serving as role models within the School and the wider community.

Expectations of Music Scholars:

A proven record of excellent results in ABRSM (or equivalent) music examinations
Study of two or more instruments (one may be voice)

Genuine passion for music-making at an advanced level

Consistent commitment to practice and improvement

Willingness to prioritise music study and rehearsal

Performance as a soloist in and out of school

Participation in ensembles and accompaniment where appropriate

Attendance at workshops and masterclasses offered by the School or external
providers

Audition Process:
Candidates may be required to:

e Perform contrasting pieces on their first study instrument
e Perform pieces on additional study instruments
e Demonstrate scales, arpeggios, sight-reading, and aural skills

Auditions are conducted by the music teacher and one member of the Senior Leadership
Team.

3.4 Headmaster’s Scholarship (Year 5 upwards - awarded for one year)

The Headmaster’s Scholarship is awarded at the discretion of the Headmaster to students
who demonstrate exceptional promise, character, leadership, or contribution to the
School.

e Value: A fixed award of 50,000 Thai Baht per academic year.

3.5 Ambassador Scholarships (Year 5 upwards - awarded for one year)

Ambassador Scholarships recognise students who consistently demonstrate outstanding
behaviour, leadership, and commitment to the School’s guiding principles, and who
represent Heathfield International School positively in the wider community.

e Value: 10% reduction in tuition fees
e Recipients are expected to:
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A. Representation of the School

e Consistently present themselves as positive ambassadors of the school in public
settings, competitions, events and online.
Speak about the school with pride and integrity.
Model exemplary behaviour during trips, fixtures, conferences and external
engagements.

B. Upholding School Values

e Embody the school’s values of kindness, resilience, integrity and respect in daily
conduct.

e Demonstrate leadership through service rather than status.

e Show maturity, responsibility and consistency in behaviour.

C. Contribution to the Community

e Active involvement in meaningful community service initiatives, either within the school
or externally.
Evidence of sustained commitment rather than one-off participation.
Contribution that reflects our vision of being grounded in community; empowered for
tomorrow.

D. External Achievement with School Impact

e Achievement of a recognised external award, competition success, or leadership
opportunity.

e Clear evidence that the opportunity has positively promoted or represented the school
locally, nationally or internationally.

e Willingness to share experiences to inspire other students (assemblies, mentoring,
showcases).

E. Academic and Conduct Standing

Good academic standing.
An excellent behaviour and attendance record.
Ambassador Scholars are expected to serve as active members of the Student
Council, contributing meaningfully to student leadership and school development.

e Scholars may be asked to support school events, open days, marketing initiatives and
leadership activities.
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4. Application Process

Applications for scholarships open at the beginning of Term 2 and close at the end of
February.

4.1 Stage 1: Application Submission

Parents/Guardians are required to submit the following documents to
admissions@heathfield.ac.th by the published deadline:

1. Completed Application Form (appendix 1)

The Academic Scholarship Application Form must be fully completed and submitted as
instructed.

2. Letter of Application
A written letter of application must be submitted, outlining:
o The child’s education to date, including schools attended and locations
o Areas in which the child has demonstrated particular academic strength
o The reasons for applying for an Academic Excellence Scholarship
o Clear examples of how the child has demonstrated academic excellence
o How the child can contribute positively to Heathfield International School
3. School Reports
Copies of school reports (from a total of two years) must be provided.
Applicants are expected to be working consistently above the expected standard for
their year group in all core subjects:

o English
o Mathematics
o Science

4. Academic Awards and Certificates
Copies of any certificates or evidence of participation in academic competitions or
academic enrichment programmes should be submitted where applicable.

4.2 Review and Shortlisting

All Stage 1 applications will be reviewed by an academic panel. Shortlisted candidates may be
invited to progress to a further stage of assessment, which may include academic testing,
interviews, or subject-specific evaluations.

4.3 Stage 2

Students shortlisted for scholarships will be requested to attend a scholarship testing day in
Term 2b. There is an application fee of 2000 baht which must be paid before the date of the
test.

4.4 Outcome Notification

Parents will be notified of the outcome of the scholarship application by the end of Term 2.
Applicants will be notified in writing of the outcome of their application. Successful applicants
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will receive formal confirmation detailing the value, duration, and conditions of the scholarship.
Acceptance is subject to the signing of the School’s Scholarship Agreement (appendix 2)

5. Duration of Scholarships

5.1 Academic Scholarships are awarded for a defined period, typically up to two academic
years, unless otherwise stated in writing.

5.2 All other scholarships are awarded for one academic year.

5.2 All scholarships are subject to annual review and may be adjusted or withdrawn if
expectations are not met.

6. Review, Monitoring, and Expectations

6.1 Scholarship holders are expected to maintain the standards appropriate to their award.
6.2 The School reserves the right to review scholarships where there are concerns relating to:

Academic progress

Behaviour or conduct

Failure to uphold School values

Attendance or commitment

Serious or repeated breaches of School policy

Support and guidance will be offered where appropriate before any decision is made.

7. Scholarship Decisions and Review

All scholarships are awarded and reviewed in good faith and in accordance with the School’s
published criteria and guiding principles. Decisions relating to the award, continuation,
adjustment, or withdrawal of a scholarship are made by the Headmaster, following careful
consideration of the student’s progress, conduct, and contribution to the school community.

The School is committed to ensuring that all scholarship decisions are made fairly,
consistently, and in the best interests of both the student and Heathfield International School.

8. Early Withdrawal and Repayment of Scholarship

8.1 Scholarships are awarded on the understanding that the student will remain enrolled at
Heathfield International School for the full duration of the scholarship period.

8.2 If a student withdraws, resigns, or is withdrawn from the School before the end of the
scholarship period, or if the scholarship is withdrawn due to breach of conditions, the
Parent(s)/Guardian(s) may be required to repay the financial value of the scholarship
applied.
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8.3 Repayment shall be calculated as the difference between the full tuition fees and the
reduced tuition fees paid, for the period during which the scholarship was applied.

8.4 Any amount due will be invoiced by the School and must be settled in accordance with the
School’s standard payment terms.

8.5 The School may, at its discretion, waive repayment requirements in exceptional
circumstances.

9. Review of Policy

9.1 The policy will be reviewed by the Headmaster every two years.

Capital or development fees

School transport

Uniforms, meals, trips, examinations, or other ancillary costs
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4. Student Expectations

To retain the scholarship, the Student is expected to:

e Maintain a level of academic effort and progress appropriate to their age and ability
e Engage positively in learning and complete schoolwork to a satisfactory standard

4.2 Behaviour and Conduct

e Consistently demonstrate good behaviour in line with School policies
e Show respect to staff, peers, and the wider school community
e Comply with the School’s Code of Conduct at all times

4.3 School Values

e Act as a positive ambassador for Heathfield International School
e Model the School’s values, including kindness, respect, integrity, and resilience
e Contribute positively to the school community both in and out of the classroom

5. Parent Responsibilities

Parent(s)/Guardian(s) agree to:

5.1 Support the Student in meeting the expectations outlined in this Agreement

5.2 Engage constructively with the School if concerns arise

5.3 Ensure compliance with all School policies, including behaviour, attendance, and
communication standards

6. Review and Withdrawal of Scholarship

6.1 The School reserves the right to review the scholarship at any time if there are
concerns relating to:

Academic progress

Behaviour or conduct

Failure to uphold School values

Serious or repeated breaches of School policy

6.2 Where concerns arise, the School may:

e Issue a formal warning
e Place the scholarship under review
e Withdraw the scholarship in part or in full
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6.3 The School’s decision regarding the continuation or withdrawal of the scholarship SW
be final.

7. Early Withdrawal and Repayment Clause

7.1 If the Student withdraws from the School or the scholarship is terminated due to
breach of this Agreement before the end of the two-year scholarship period, the
Parent(s)/Guardian(s) agree to repay the difference between the full tuition fees and the
discounted scholarship fees for the period during which the scholarship was applied.

7.2 Any repayment due shall be invoiced by the School and must be settled in accordance
with the School’s standard payment terms.

8. General Provisions

8.1 This Agreement does not guarantee continued enrolment beyond the scholarship period.
8.2 This Agreement shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of
Thailand.

8.3 This Agreement constitutes the full understanding between the parties in relation to the
scholarship.

9. Acceptance of Agreement
